Gamer Attempts to Speedrun War in Ukraine; Dies

War, what is it good for? Playing
soldier and attempting to reap personal
ego-boosting glory in a foreign army
while innocent civilians die, obviously.
This weekend, Twitch streamer Hans
Cummings decided to do just this; he
recorded his attempt to blast through
the Russian invasion of Ukraine at any
percent in hopes to gain more subs for
his milquetoast speedrunning channel.
Instead of amassing a greater following,
he amassed a round’s worth of ammu-
nition into an already shattered chest;
one that he had exploded moments

For the uninformed, speedrun- [

ning is a popular challenge where
someone attempts to complete a video By Maxwell Maceluch
game in as fast a time as possible. Whether they will use shortcuts, glitches, lies, exploits, or tools to attain their record time is determined by
which sort of run they decide to go for, and the self-imposed conditions that they must meet in order to “win”. Cummings considered this to be
“obliterating Putin in the very throne he sits on”. According to his post-landing stream, Cummings believed that once he met this condition, he
would bring about an instant end to the war in Ukraine.*

Cummings, known online as QuickFish2Catch, had proposed the half-baked idea on a stream that took place following the day that
Russia announced its initial invasion of Ukraine. He insisted that all funds raised over a period of two weeks would go towards helping Ukraine.
In a way, they did. Fueling his trip to the motherland with GFuel sponsorships and donations from his prior streams, Cummings brandished a
variety of “tactical” gear. These included a parachute, a really cool military coat from a surplus store that had no tactical advantage whatsoever,
dozens of compressed air cans, and a variety of airsoft weaponry (I cannot specify what weaponry because that requires looking up firearms on
school WiFi). Despite all this community support, viewers knew he was practically destined to die for a cause. A few members of his chat raised
the idea that he could have at least paid for the GoPro he used to livestream his foray into battle, but they were promptly banned by Cummings’s
moderation team.

Following the initial “drop” into the city of Kyiv via a Mil Mi-7 Russian supply helicopter that Cummings somehow managed to hitch
a ride on, countless viewers got motion sickness from a combination of his stream’ first-person perspective and a technique he referred to as
gaining “M-speed.”

This was far from the only strategy he implemented, however. “Whenever he tried to enter a building,” General Ivan Kravchenko re-
counts, “he would start erratically rubbing himself on the walls and the door. I asked him if he was experiencing the side effects of chemical war-
fare. He explained to me that he was trying to save time by building enough speed to enter a parallel universe since he couldn’t just ‘clip’ through
it. I went ‘okay’ and let him continue. Crazy Americans...” Most witnesses agree that he was losing more time than anything, but Cummings
insisted that he was “playing the long-game as the ultimate shortcut.”

Cummings was ultimately cut down after attempting a superslide. Considered the quickest mode of travel in Ocarina of Time, “super-

were on how the explosion would shave seconds off his run for the distance it nevertheless brought him and he was right; he just didn't realize
how many seconds it would shave.

Oddly enough, at least one private infantry recognized the streamer as he darted through Kyiv. When interviewed, they gave no effort
in hiding the various Nazi insignia patches that riddled their armor. “I love raiding Twitch streams with slurs,” captive Commander Malen'kyy
Viner explained after we ripped the tape off his mouth, “and now I get to take part in the coolest thing ever with one of the guys I loved to raid
the most.

TAPS System Begins Issuing Citations For Students’ Future Parking Violations

This Wednesday, Transportation
and Parking Services announced the in-
troduction of the new Preemptive Park-
ing E-Enforcement system, or the PPEE
system, to campus. While the system’s
implementation was officially announced
today, it actually went into effect this Sun-
day, unbeknownst to students.

The system is believed to have
initially began as a project conceived by
a group of engineering students in their
Senior Design class. The system utilizes
“machine learning algorithms” that take
into account factors that include but are
not limited to: students’ previous parking
violations, the make and model of their
vehicle, whether or not the student has a
custom license plate, their political orientation, their race, and their favorite color. According to the executive director of TAPS, Tanya
Husick, “the PPEE system uses these factors to determine the likelihood of a student deciding to commit a parking violation in the near
future. They may not realize it, but there are a lot of things that can tell us about their intentions.” Many students and faculty report that
the system has indiscriminately ticketed those with and without campus parking passes. Following these complaints, Husick has made a
public statement explaining this phenomenon: “if you receive a ticket for not having the proper campus parking authorization despite be-
ing properly registered in the campus database, the PPEE system may have determined that you will not have the pass when you were, or
rather will be, ticketed, either due to the fact that you will park in the wrong lot for your parking pass or that parking pass
will be revoked after you received too many future parking violations. There is also the occasional margin of
error, and the fact that we sometimes just like to fuck with you.”

I'm just following orders,” she said after placing
the 30th ticket on a 2010 Honda CR-V. “If he didn’t want the tickets, then he shouldn’t have

rized parking not on University property). Husick has also announced plans to grant “the most exemplary” of its team of parking enforcers
a giant mechanized suit called the BEARCAT. This suit has also been produced by Watson and modeled after advanced Ghanian military
technology. The suit will reportedly enable the select TAPS enforcers who pilot them to “seamlessly remove improperly and illegally parked
cars from campus” via a powerful throwing mechanism.

Even though the PPEE system has proven itself to be rather unpopular among the student body, the University administration has
reaffirmed that it will continue to issue citations for any parking violations up to three weeks after the current given date. It is unclear whether
or not the administration has chosen to retain the system out of choice, or out of fear that it will do something drastic upon finding out that
it will be shut down.

A lot has been said about the impending crisis in Kim
Kardashian’s life.

He was used solely as a pawn in the ambi-
tions of a growing empire. It's impossible not to draw parallels between this and our own experience.
Under British rule, we, too, were a pawn for the follies of a distant power. Our economy, quality of
life and freedoms were sacrificed to benefit the British empire. This experience is why we have fought
around the world to preserve the freedom of others.

A second point to this is that Ye is not the Taliban. He’s an organized state leader whose mili-
tary and economic resources rival that of the United States and Europe. Whereas the Taliban was able
to take over Afghanistan with ease after the U.S. withdrawal of troops, Ye could easily take over Hidden
Hills under the same conditions. For years, SNL comedian Pete Davidson has been salivating over the
thought of doing just that. In 2008, Davidson led a full-scale invasion of Khloé, turning that state to
his vassal seemingly overnight. Seeing the ambivalence of the West toward that move, Davidson seized
Kourtney in 2014. Today, Davidson puppet forces are still fighting in Hidden Hills under the guise of
paparazzi. The reason for this use of force is Ye stans’ expansion into former Davidsonian territories —
a move which Davidson sees as a threat to its nation. Why would a few measly sanctions deter David-
son’s advance?

It was this will — never
to concede ground when dealing with rogue autocratic regimes — that led to the seven-decade-long
democratic peace we've had since.

Few would argue that Ye’s reaction was unjustified. No one would say that the thousands of
lives shed to protect Western ideals from falling into oblivion were in vain. Davidson, like his Kar-
dashian autocratic counterpart, will stop at little to ensure he has the same protection the Simpsons
sought 27 years prior. The real question, then, is whether we follow the path of our forefathers and let
Davidson fulfill his beautiful dark twisted fantasies or take a stand.

To be fair, this stand does not have to be an offensive campaign, but merely the refusal to give
in to Davidson’s demands without just compensation. Thankfully, this is precisely what is being done
now. In recent statements, Western officials have condemned Davidson’s military buildup as “unpro-
voked” and “unjustified,” reaffirming the “territorial ... sovereignty of Ye, including his ex wife I guess,”
according to The Daily Beast. Until Davidson troops are removed, Ye’s loyal fans have promised to only
increase their defensive posture.
